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These Regulations, along with the Articles of Association and other provisions, is the main document that determines the procedure for joining the Association, for the exercise of the Association members’ rights and fulfillment of their duties, the procedure for withdrawal and withdrawal from the Association, the financial and property side of membership in the Association, the procedure for generating the property of the Association due to regular and one-time receipts from the Association members in cash, and also establishes the types, amounts and procedure for payment of membership and other fees, establishes the main provisions on responsibility for the lateness and completeness of their payment.

Article 1. General Provisions
1.1. The Members of the Association can be Russian and foreign (legally located on the territory of the Russian Federation) citizens, Russian and foreign legal entities sharing the statutory goals of the Association, recognizing the provisions of the Article of Association, other internal documents of the Association and decisions of its bodies that meet the requirements of standards and rules of business and professional activities of the Association, interested in the joint achievement of the statutory goals of the Association, who have made membership and other fees.

1.2. Membership in the Association is voluntary.

1.3. The Association is open for new members.

1.4. Members of the Association retain their independence and rights of a legal entity.

1.5. A new member who joined the Association is considered to have unconditionally accepted all the provisions of the Articles of Association and all internal documents of the Association.

1.6. The issues of joining new members not regulated by these Regulations shall be resolved in the manner prescribed by the current laws of the Russian Federation and the internal documents of the Association 

1.7. Organization of drawing up and registration of documents related to registration of membership in the Association, payment of membership and other fees, termination of membership and expulsion from members of the Association shall be carried out by the Director of the Association and its Board.

1.8. Any person who has expressed a wish to join the Association (hereinafter the Candidate) has the right to join it, subject to compliance with the rules of the Association governing the admission of new members, including these Regulations.

 Article 2. Procedure for admission to the Association
2.1. A new member shall be accepted to the Association on the basis of an application submitted by the Candidate to the Association addressed to the Director and a set of documents in accordance with the Articles of Association and these Regulations. 

2.2. The Director of the Association organizes the acceptance of Association membership applications in accordance with the distribution of duties between the officials of the Association determined by him/her. 

2.3. After the examination of the complete set of documents of the Candidate, the issue of admitting this Candidate to the Association shall be decided at the meeting of the Board of the Association.

2.4. The decision on admission/refusal to admit to the Association shall be taken no later than 30 days from the date of receipt of a complete set of documents by the Association, the composition and requirements to which shall be determined by these Regulations, approved by the meeting of the Board of the Association

2.5. A person who applied for membership in the Association is considered a member of the Association as soon as the Candidate has been approved at the meeting of the Board of the Association. 

2.6. A Certificate of membership in the Association is drawn up and issued provided that the member fulfills the conditions and within 5 (five) days after full payment of the relevant fees.

2.7. Information about joining the Association is included in the register of members of the Association on the day a Certificate of membership is issued to a member of the Association.

2.8. If a decision is made to refuse admission to the Association, the Association sends the candidate a written refusal to admit to membership in the Association.

 Article 3. Composition of documents for admission and requirements for execution of documents
3.1. To join the Association an individual, individual entrepreneur or legal entity shall submit the following documents:

1. Application for membership in the Association.

2. Organization questionnaire.

3. A copy of the document confirming registration (Certificate of State Registration (OGRN), Certificate of entry; for a foreign legal entity - a properly certified translation of documents confirming the fact of registration of a legal entity in accordance with the laws of the respective state into Russian.

4. Copy of the Certificate of Registration with the Tax Authority (TIN) - for individual entrepreneurs registered in the Russian Federation. 

5. Copies of constituent documents (for a legal entity), a copy of a citizen's passport (for individual entrepreneurs); for a foreign legal entity - a duly certified translation of the constituent documents of the legal entity in accordance with the laws of the respective state into Russian.

6. Minutes/decision of members/shareholders/board of directors on making a decision on joining the Association.

7. Logo in format (recommended formats .ai, .eps, .svg, .cdr, recommended size of 800 * 500 pxl)
8. Consent to the placement of the Logo (Trademark) in the mass media within the framework of the Association
All copies shall be sealed and signed by the head or authorized person. Documents consisting of more than one page shall be bound together and sealed by the organization. 

3.2. The applications and (or) attached documents shall be submitted either by the applicant personally - an individual entrepreneur, or by a legal representative of a legal entity - by the chief executive officer of a legal entity, or by a representative of the applicant - an individual acting on the basis of a duly executed power of attorney to represent the interests of the candidate, on the issue of admission to the Association.

Article 4. Termination of membership of the Association
 4.1. The membership of the Association terminates in case of:

1. Voluntary withdrawal of a member from the Association by submitting an Application for voluntary termination of his membership in the Association.

2. Death of an individual entrepreneur - a member of the Association or liquidation of a legal entity - a member of the Association.

3. Exclusion of a member of the Association from the Association by decision of the Board of the Association.

4. Liquidation or reorganization of a legal entity - a member of the Association.

4.2. Voluntary withdrawal of a member from the Association is carried out by submitting a written application to the Association addressed to the Director signed by a duly authorized person of the member of the Association or an individual entrepreneur.

Membership to the Association shall be terminated from the date the Association receives original application of a member of the Association on his voluntary withdrawal;

4.3. The member is expelled from the Association by decision of the Board of the Association in case of:

1. gross violation of the provisions of the Articles of Association, regulations, standards, rules and other internal documents of the Association;

2. application as a disciplinary measure for violations of the standards and rules of entrepreneurial and professional activity, identified by the specialized bodies of the Association in the manner prescribed by the rules of control and rules for the application of disciplinary measures adopted by the Association;

3. repeated failure to pay of membership fees within one year or late payment within one year.

4.4. Upon withdrawal or exclusion of a member of the Association from the Association, lump sum (target) and regular (membership) fees are non-refundable;

4.5. The moment of termination of membership is the date of the meeting of the Board of the Association, at which it was decided to expel from the members of the Association.

4.6. A person expelled from the members of the Association has the right to receive an extract from the document containing the decision on his exclusion, and is obliged to submit a membership certificate to the Association within two weeks from the date of the decision on exclusion. A person expelled from the Association is not entitled to refer to membership in the Association from the moment of exclusion.

4.7 Information on termination of membership in the Association shall be entered into the Register of Members of the Association. 

Article 5. Fees 
5.1 Regular and lump sum fees of members are one of the main sources of property generation and the financial basis of the Association's activities aimed at achieving the statutory goals in accordance with the Articles of Association
5.2 The following types of contributions are established in the Association:

1. regular membership fees
2. lump sum membership contributions (targeted) 

5.3 The amount of regular membership fees is established by the General Meeting of the Association members for the corresponding calendar year, depending on the Association's cost estimates.

5.4 If it is necessary to finance the costs unplanned by annual estimate, the General Meeting of the Association Members has the right to decide on making targeted contributions by the Association members, or any member of the Association has the right to make a targeted contribution in an independently established amount voluntarily.

5.5 Voluntary fees shall be made on a voluntary basis and are the contribution of the Association members, aimed at the needs of the Association and the implementation of its statutory goals.

5.6 The Association Members are obliged to pay the established contributions timely in the manner determined by these Regulations and decisions of the General Meetings of the Association Members.

Article 6. Regular membership fees 
6.1 Each member of the Association is obliged to transfer a regular membership fee paid in cash to the ownership of the Association annually.

6.2 The size of the regular membership fee for all members of the Association for the next calendar year shall be approved by the decision of the General Meeting of the Association Members. Membership fees shall be paid by the Association members annually, no later than 10 days after the decision on joining the members or the beginning of the corresponding calendar year.

6.3 The general meeting of the Association Members can change the amount of mandatory regular membership fees for the next calendar year. The Association notifies all of its members about the change in the amount of membership fees for the next calendar year by placing information on the official website of the Association not later than 15 (fifteen) days prior to the beginning of the corresponding calendar year.

 Article 7. Lump sum target fees 
7.1 Lump sum targeted contributions of the Association members are transferred to the ownership of the Association in accordance with a voluntary will of each of the members of the Association individually, or in accordance with individual decisions of the General Meeting of the Association Members. 

7.2 Lump sum targeted contributions are used by the Association to finance specific events or programs not included in the estimates of the Association, which are indicated in the decisions of the General Meeting of the Members of the Association, establishing the appropriate fees, or initiated at the request of individual members of the Association. 

7.3 The amount of lump sum targeted contributions is established by the General Meeting of the Association Members, one of which is the Association. 

7.4 The lump sum targeted contributions are made by the Association Members no later than 15 calendar days from the date of the decision of the General Meeting of the Association Members to pay fees, unless a different period is provided for by the decision of the General Meeting of the Association Members, or no later than 15 calendar days from the day of the voluntary expression of the will of each of the Association members separately. 

7.5 A lump sum target contribution is paid in cash. 

7.6 The decision to make a targeted contribution to the property of the Association, the term of such payment, shall be taken by a member of the Association or any other person independently, or by a decision of the General Meeting of Association Members. 
7.7   A person who has voluntarily decided to make a targeted contribution to the property of the Association shall inform the Association about this by sending a corresponding notification addressed to the Director of the Association indicating the contribution and the term for its payment.

7.8 Voluntarily made targeted contributions are used by the Association for statutory purposes in accordance with the purpose of the property transferred.

7.9 The contributions are paid, as a rule, in cash by transferring them to the current account of the Association in the bank according to the details indicated in the invoice for payment of the corresponding contribution issued on behalf of the Association. 

 Article 8. Responsibility
8.1 Each member of the Association is personally responsible for the timeliness and completeness of payment of the fees established in the Association.

8.2 In case failure to pay the regular Membership fee, systematic evasion of a member of the Association from paying targeted contributions approved by the General Meeting of the Association Members, the member of the Association may be expelled from the Association by the decision of the Board of the Association.

Article 9. Final provisions
9.1 These Regulations, as well as amendments and additions thereto, come into force after its approval by the General Meeting of the Association Members.

9.2 The results of the receipt of contributions are considered at the next General Meeting of the Association Members at least once a year  

9.3 The Director, who reports the results of his/her work to the next General Meeting of the Association Members, shall check the correctness of paying membership fees, their accounting and proper spending.
